The feel of the planted landscape will be of a native grass landscape and meadow edges
but with either native California plants or Mediteranean plants that mimic the seasonal water
requirements of California plants. Fire prone plants identified as 'High Fire Hazard" plants by
the University of California Cooperative Extension's'Pyrophytic vs. Fire Resistant Plants' study
have been avoided. The main center spine of the landscape will be comprised mostly of
%rasses with waves of color added. The Event spaces, Building Foundations, and Entry will

e more intense and structured to enhance the buildings and living areas. Olive groves will
be added. The roofs of the Cabins will be planted witha 'Green Roof". -
