3. OBTAIN REQUIRED PERMITS FROM THE AGENCY HAVING JURISDICTION. OWNER WILL PAY FOR REQUIRED PERMITS.

4. THE EXISTENCE AND LOCATION OF UNDERGROUND UTILITIES AND CONSTRUCTION INDICATED AS EXISTING ARE NOT 
GUARANTEED. EXAMINE THE SITE, INVESTIGATE AND VERIFY THE EXISTENCE AND LOCATION OF UNDERGROUND UTILITIES
